Have your students watch SICKO the Michael Moore movie about the health care system
in America. It will get your students interested and thinking about the importance of
health care coverage and what happens when you don’t have it!

Activity
Answer the following questions about health care.

According to the Pennsylvania Health Care Cost Containment Council the cost of
insuring workers has increased dramatically in recent years. An annual health-insurance
premium for a Pennsylvania employee's family has risen from $6,721 in 2000 to $11,801
in 2006 and the cost keeps climbing.

How much more did a family pay in 2006 pay than in 2000?

Advances in health care over the past half century have increased how long we live and
have reduced the burden of disease for countless people. Yet these same advances have
led to the increased cost of health care and millions of people do not have access because
they can’t afford it.

Although America spends more on health care than just about every other country it
doesn’t include health care for those who cannot afford it. Many countries offer free,
universal health care for all their citizens and spend much less than we do.
