1 Collect newspaper clippings about people who have set and met clear goals. 
 

2 What information can you glean from newspaper articles about how affluent 
newsmakers accumulated wealth? 
 

3 Other than the Business section, which articles in today’s newspaper include 
information of financial interest? 
 

4 Who is the most successful person mentioned in today’s newspaper? Explain the criteria 
you used to make your determination. 
 

5 Look for newspaper ads for financial planners, banks, and other financial organizations.  
 What information do these ads include?  
 What services do they perform? 
 Who requires their services? 
 What does financial planning mean for individuals? 
 Why is financial planning desirable? 

 
 

6 Collect newspaper clippings that demonstrate values, both good and bad. 
 Read the articles and discuss what factors may have contributed to 

people developing values that led them into trouble.  



 What values do those who are being shown in a positive light 
manifest? 

 Which articles exemplify people who declare one set of values while 
living by another? 

 Which articles illustrate that the subjects share your own values? 
 

7 Collect display ads that appeal to wants and needs.  Create a display in which you post 
those that represent wants on one side and needs on the other. 
Do you and your classmates agree on which represent wants and which are needs.

Explanations: 
 
A: Incorrect. Buying something now on credit even though you don’t have the money 
just to receive the benefit right away is an example of instant gratification, not delayed 
gratification. 
B: Correct! A willingness to give up something that you want now in return for 
something better in the future is delayed gratification. 
C: Incorrect. With delayed gratification, you do eventually receive satisfaction. 
D: Incorrect. Delayed gratification does not involve a punishment.
