Over the next week, select and clip three long obituaries.
Unlike death notices, the obituaries usually recall the major events in the life of a person
who made a significant contribution to society, science, the arts, etc.
Select one to outline, working backwards from major
contributions to jobs, social service, hobbies, etc., and, finally, to education.
Be prepared to explain how the choices made by the subject
helped contribute to the person’s success.

Your Career and Your Financial Future

Go to the Newspaper Association of America’s web site to find a list of
newspapers with Newspaper in Education (NIE) programs. (“NIE Web Sites and
Resources” at: http://naa.org/artpage.cfm?AID=1863&SID=91)

Select newspapers from three or four states; try to include large cities

and small towns.

Write to each of the newspapers and ask them to send a copy of their
newspaper for a “target date” activity. Make your target date at two-three weeks ahead
to allow time for them to receive and process your request.

When you receive the newspapers, compare prices for food, housing,
and cars. Also compare the single-copy rate for the newspapers.

Turn to the classifieds. Find similar jobs in which wages are
mentioned (mechanic, cook, restaurant manager, etc.).

Make a list of all of the areas from which you and your classmates
obtained newspapers, ranking them from the highest cost of living to the lowest cost,
based upon your findings.

Someone gets paid to go to concerts and football games, movies
and fashion shows and write about them; to sell the classified ads, to print the
newspaper, to deliver the papers and to increase the number of subscriptions.
